What Happens If Your Bag Exceeds 62 Inches?

If your checked bag measures more than 62 inches in total, Delta considers it an oversized

Does the 62-Inch Rule Apply to All Fare Types?

Yes, the 62-inch rule applies to all passengers, regardless of fare type, cabin class, or frequent
